What do you get when three people take four dogs before 56 kids and five after-school teachers
at a Canine Ambassador program? Lots of Laughter, education about dogs, and a teacher
heading for the paper towels when she thinks the "dog poop" that Don Stuart has secretly
dropped behind Sharon Watson's dog is the real thing. You get gasps, then laughter as the
deception is revealed and Sharon demonstrates responsibility in the Clean Up After Your Dog
part of our one-hour program.

Sharon's Yellow Lab, Trista, got a round of applause as she flew over the high jump, pounced on
her dumbell and vaulted back to Sharon. And Sharon's German Shepherd Dog, True, dropped
immediately on signal as Sharon explained the benefits of obedience training. At our request,
school staff had placed mats on the floor so the dogs had good traction and a soft landing place.

Don told how long it takes to properly groom his Standard Poodle, Chloe. Then in Q & A time,
a young boy wanted to know where the Poodle's ears were. Good question, don't you think?
Another question was "How long did it take you to train your dog?" The kids were impressed
with the obedience demonstrations.

Don talked about the dangers of leaving choke chains on dogs when they're not being trained,
and showed the kids how a person begins to teach his dog to take a dumbell (open mouth,
insert dumbell. hold muzzle closed). Chloe had fun jumping through a hula-hoop several times
as Don raised the height with each jump.

When I asked if anyone was afraid of dogs, three little girls in our audience raised their hands. I
invited one who was sitting in the back row to come up and see if she would be brave enough to
pet Ace, my Staffordshire Bull Terrier. She shyly declined. But another child thought she might
give it a try. As she stood in front of all the other kids, I handed the girl Ace's dog brush and
had him sit with his back to her. "First", I told her, "try touching him with this brush. See how
much he likes it when you brush his fur?" We progressed from there to touching him with her
hands and then giving him real pets when he rolled over for a tummy rub.

After that, a teacher held the hands of the two other girls and slowly brought them up to Ace.
The teacher stood right behind the girls and encouraged them to pet Ace. They were still a little
scared, but like the first youngster, they mustered up the courage and soon both kids had their
hands on my terrier.

The Canine Ambassadors will be visiting schools every Wednesday through the end of May.
We'll be bringing the hula-hoops, the fake poop, the jumps, the dumbells, the pencils and
coloring books provided by Rogue Valley Kennel Club and the American Kennel Club, and our
dogs. Oh, did I tell you, every child got to pet the dogs and ask more questions before we left
the gymnasium?
