Challenge Constitutionality of Denver Breed Ban

[Thursday, May 28, 2009]

The American Kennel Club® is pleased to announce that United States Court of Appeals for the Tenth Circuit
has ruled in favor of plaintiffs Sonya Dias, Hillary Engel, and Sheryl White in their appeal challenging the
constitutionality of the Denver breed ban. This ruling reverses the United States District Court of Colorado’s
2007 dismissal of the suit.

The Denver ordinance bans ownership or possession of the Staffordshire Bull Terrier, the American
Staffordshire Bull Terrier and the American Pit Bull Terrier and/or any dog with a majority of physical traits of
one or more of these breeds within the City and County of Denver. Since 2005, as a result of this ordinance,
more than 1,000 dogs within the city limits have been euthanized.

A Few Lines from Lucille

Life has been busy, here in Grants Pass. Ace and I went to the Meet the Breeds at the Dogs for the Deaf Dog
Walk. Josie was the friendly dog in a few CGC tests--two of the dogs tested were St. Bernards.

Both Ace and Josie participated in an annual local event for kids, “Frog O' Faire”. They were petted by
hundreds of kids all morning long. I fielded questions and comments like "They look like pit bulls" "Are they
pups?" "What kind of a mix are they?" In these situations it's cool to have a champion out there so I
can answer, "Ace is an AKC champion and both dogs have obedience titles. And, yes, this is the correct size
for Staffordshire Bull Terriers." One gal told me she almost got a Staffy but the $1,000 price tag was just too
much, so I informed her about Stafford Rescue. The venue offered many opportunities for a bit of public
education. Several of the owners and dogs participating in Frog O' Faire, including Josie, did a little obedience
performance on stage. Josie retrieved over the high jump (and did it right both coming and going). I tried
something we hadn't done before - we serpentined around handlers and dogs lined up on a sit stay - we did
this OFF LEAD. Never tried that before but it worked well and looked great!

"Piper"

Feb 7, 1994 - May 1, 2009

Piper was our first Stafford and the foundation for
Maddenduff Staffords (Maddenduff means "little
black dog" in Gaelic, and was named for Piper.) It is
because of her that we met so many wonderful
people in the breed, many of which we now call
friends. Piper's name appears in the pedigrees of
many of our local Staffords and we consider her
descendants (and their people) part of our extended
family. She was the impetus behind many
adventures for us throughout the US, Canada and
overseas.

Piper was truly a great dog. She had the perfect
Stafford temperament. She adored people, and was
particularly

calm and steady around the very young and the
elderly. At the same time she was tough as nails and
not afraid of anything. Our veterinarian once told us
that Piper was the toughest dog he'd ever known.
And she was extremely smart, often tricking other
dogs so she could take their toys.

She was a true terrier, dispatching all sorts of vermin,
and warning us of all intruders (real or imagined.) She
loved to dig and was obsessed with balls of all shapes
and sizes. Being a bit of a princess, Piper didn't much
like doing things that were not her idea (we
sometimes called her our "angry little dog"). For Piper with son Fergus and great granddaughter Ayja -

instance, Piper hated getting wet, so much so that letting them know she was still the boss.

she was known to "do her business" from time to time
on our deck or patio so as to not get her feet wet in the grass. But then she attacked and

broke the tops off of many of our pop up
sprinklers, getting soaked in the process. Piper
had a reputation of being a "scrapper," but she
was not one to pick a fight (she just didn't like to
share very much.)

"Baby Pipe" was loved dearly and her passing
has left a big hole in our hearts and lives.
